In 1957 a young woman named Ruth served as a United States
Marine, stationed in Hawaii.

A native North Carolinian she was away from her rural home for
the first time in her life. 

Without going into details, this young woman became pregnant.
While abortions were not legal in the late 1950s they were no doubt
available.

I will never know if Ruth considered abortion or even adoption. I
doubt that she did. I do know she chose to keep that baby, a son. She
received her discharge from the Marines and returned to live with her
parents.

Ruth, who never married, raised that son to the best of her ability

with the help of her two loving parents.
They did not judge her. Instead, they helped her as she found a

career to support her and her baby.
After I learned of her story I never fully appreciated the courage she

had. Remember, having a baby out of wedlock in the 1950s was usual-
ly frowned upon by society. It took courage to have that baby. It took
courage and sacrifice for her to keep the baby and make sure her son was
provided for to the best of her ability.

The son she bore is alive and well today and finally has come to
appreciate how special and courageous his mother truly was. Who is
he? You just read his testimony.

I could have become a statistic. Instead my mother chose life and
I am the result of that decision.

That is why I believe in and support the ministry of the Pregnancy
Care Center. 

We should never take life for granted. My hope and prayer is that
the ministry of the PCC will help young women (and men) facing
unplanned pregancies to make good decisions. �
